-Crew Briefing
-Operation of Boat Under Auxiliary Power
-Reefing
-Man Overboard Recovery

Use of the 26” Colgate sailboat beyond the confines of the Great Lakes Harbor for both the class
instruction and rentals will be dictated by weather and Illinois DNR regulations.
